St. John's Honored by AIDS Network

The newly established Red Ribbon Award has
been presented to St. John's Episcopal Church by
the Charleston AIDS Network (CAN) for its work
over the years. The award was accepted by The
Rev. Susan ]. Latimer on behalf of the parish.

The red ribbon is a global symbol in the
movement to address HIV/AIDS, And the Red
Ribbon Award, created of stained glass by
parishioner Bob Rosier, has been designed to
honor and celebrate personal or community
initiatives that have demonstrated outstanding
involvement and leadership in reducing the
spread and impact of HIV/AIDS in West
Virginia.

St. John's involvement began in the early
1980s during the time of the Revs. Mary Adelia
and Mack McLeod, when the church gave office
space to the newly formed CAN. This was a time
of great fear as the AIDS epidemic had just begun.

The church offered a safe and confidential
place for the AIDS hotline, counseling and a
library.

The network remained on 5t John's
property for its entire life, leaving only last year
when they disbanded because the services they
offered were now being offered by other
community agencies.

The 2009 Red Ribbon Award was
announced during the World AIDS Day
commemoration on Dec. 1 at Asbury United
Methodist Church on Elizabeth Street and ended
with a candlelight processional to the Living
AIDS Memorial Garden on Washington Street
East.

The stained glass award stands in a
wooden frame with a plaque and may be seen in
the display case in the hallway leading to the
parish house.
